Repeat
“The kirk…” quietly (mezzo piano)
“the priest…” gradually increasing up to a pause (that’s dramatic)
“they sought…” loudly (mezzo forte), with supressed anger (think it then you sing it) and slowly slowing down. Remember the longer held “ha” and “seen” (dramatic again)
“She’s over…” suddenly faster and jolly
+repeated “she’s over…”
